HOW TO GET TO BREST

By air
Brest Guipavas airport (www.brest.aeroport.bzh/)

Brest has an international airport that has daily connecting flights with Paris. Transfers will not be
provided between Brest Guipavas Airport and your hotel. There is an airport shuttle bus to Brest
city centre. The shuttle bus runs between the airport and the tram stop Porte de Guipavas in the
town centre. The journey time is approximately 10 minutes. Tickets cost €1.60 and are valid on Brest
transport system (bus, tram, shuttle) for one hour. They can be purchased from the conductor on
the shuttle bus, online or at certain resellers. Click here for further information on the shuttle bus.
Taxis are also available from outside the airport, and the minimum cost is approximately €7.00.

By train
Trains arrive at Brest Railway Station. The railway station is located in the town centre. Hotels in the
town centre are within walking distance.
